Roughley House

ROUGHLEY house is a historical home-
stead, which was donated to the state by the
Roughley family as a living history of colo-
nial life in The Hills.

Liocated on the Old Northern Rasd, Daral,
the gracious site is currently run by Alan
and Christine Martin.

Situated in the picturesque town of Dural,
the charming country colonial house was
built around 1856,

Home to the Roughley family for five gen-
erations, the public are now invited to expe-
rience this unique piece of history.

Gordon “Clive” Roughley who died in
February 2002, was the last family member
to reside at the homestead. Prior to his
death, Clive sold the property to Baulkham
Hills Shire Council so that it would be main
tained and remain accessible to the public.

Monthly live jazz events are also held on
the lawns of the property and tours of the
home are also available.

The site is also the location of the Sydney
Hills Visitor Centre, where guests to the
region can access information on attrac-
tions, accommodation and restaurants.

The Convict Trail.

ConvictTrail

CROSS the river by Ferry and journey
along the World Heritage listed ‘Convict
Trail’, Great Northern Road — a road built
by convicts and a work of art of colonial
engineering.

The road dates back to 1826 and was
built by convict labour often working in
irons, to connect Sydney with Newcastle
and the Upper Hunter Valley in NSW
Australia.

As you walk, you will see what's left of
the extraordinary 240 km trail including
dry-stone retaining walls, wharves, cul-
verts, dry-stone bridges and buttresses
which can still be seen along the entire
length of the road.

Become part of history and sign the visi-
tor beok which you will find in a box locat-
ed a few kilometres from the start of
the track.
